Apache leader Goyathlay, also known as Geronimo, and recognizing the
100th anniversary of his death on February 17, 2009, as a time of
reflection and the commencement of a "Healing" for all Apache people.

0 H.R. 601 (Rob Bishop): To provide for the conveyance of parcels of land
to Mantua, Box Elder County, Utah. “Box Elder Utah Land Conveyance
Act’

o0 H.R. 603 (Rob Bishop): To require the conveyance of certain public land
within the boundaries of Camp Williams, Utah, to support the training and
readiness of the Utah National Guard. “Utah National Guard Readiness
