e On April 29, the Committee on Natural Resources approved the following bills:

0 H.R. 1018 (Rahall): To amend the Wild Free-Roaming Horses and Burros
Act to improve the management and long-term health of wild free-roaming
horses and burros, and for other purposes.

o0 H.R. 689 (Herger): To interchange the administrative jurisdiction of certain
Federal lands between the Forest Service and the Bureau of Land
Management, and for other purposes.
